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FROM THE RECTORY 

God is love and those who live in love, live in God and God lives in them.  

1 John 4.16 

 

I have just conducted my first wedding as Rector of the Bride Valley and I canõt 

begin to describe what an absolute privilege marrying couples is, celebrating their 

love together with family and friends. Thereõs a very special moment during the 

service when the priest ôdeclaresõ that they are now husband and wife. Of course, 

it is not just the actual wedding day, itõs getting to know them beforehand and 

being involved with the couple from the time they book their date, helping them to 

plan their special ceremony and to think about what marriage means to them as 

individuals and as a couple is also an honour. Itõs amazing what I get to find out! 

 

I love the part of the marriage preface which reads: òMarriage is a way of life 

made holy by God, and blessed by the presence of our Lord Jesus Christ with 

those celebrating a wedding at Cana in Galilee. Marriage is a sign of unity and 

loyalty which all should uphold and honour. It enriches society and strengthens 

community.ó Earlier this year I travelled to Cana as a pilgrim and visited the site 

where this miracle is believed to have taken place.

The Martian by Andy Weir 
 
This is a sci-fi book for people who donõt like sci-fi. 

What would you do if you were part of a manned mission to Mars and 

through a freak accident you were left behind, alone? How would you  

survive? Could you be rescued?  

 

This is the dilemma faced by Mark - Andy Weirõs astronaut - whose diary of 

his existence on the red planet forms much of the book.  

 

This is interspersed with the scientists at NASA who, when they realise heõs 

not dead, frantically try to work out a rescue plan. His crew mates, in their 

ship on the way back to Earth are not told of his survival for some time, 

then their involvement also forms part of the story.  

 

Itõs a riveting read with a lot of technical scientific detail - Weir is the son of 

two scientists and also works on computer games. He researched the  

science to make it as accurate and realistic as possible. Thereõs plenty of 

humour too and suspense.  

 

We all agreed it was a rattling good read. You may recall the film version 

that came out a few years ago with Matt Damon - a good adaptation but 

the book is well worth a read.

Pat introduced 

us to the concept of ôpermacultureõ where, based on the ethics of ôEarth 

Care, People Care and Fair Shareõ, the sustainable system is designed to 

maximise yield using least energy. 

 

On September 16th we will be welcoming Neil Lovesey to speak on ôThe 

Year at Picket Lane Nurseryõ.  

 

Visitors are always welcome to our meeting which begins at 7.30pm in the 

Village Hall in Puncknowle, entrance £2. 

 

Jobs to do in September 

Plant new perennials so they can benefit from the warm soil, but tender  

perennials may need to be dug up and overwintered indoors if early frosts 

are forecast.  

 

Keep your late-summer flowering plants in bloom for as long as possible by 

deadheading them regularly.  

 

Prepared hyacinth bulbs can be planted now for flowers at Christmas.  

 

Gather and destroy leaves from roses with blackspot or mildew to stop 

spores spreading.  

 

Sow hardy annuals for flowering next year. Replace summer bedding with 

winter pansies, polyanthus and wallflowers.  

 

Plant out spring cabbages, garlic and autumn onion sets. Sage, marjoram, 

hyssop and thyme will all root easily from cuttings taken now. Establish 

new strawberry plants while the soil is warm.  Prune blackberries and  

summer raspberries by removing old canes.  

 

Net ponds in preparation for leaf fall.

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Our Night Sky in September 2019  
 
Jupiter will be setting by 2100, with Saturn following by midnight Venus is 

still too close to the Sun to be visible. However, the winter constellations 

will be rising in the east to compensate. 

 

While we have had Jupiter all summer low in the southern sky, it is worth 

remembering how its huge gravitational attraction helps to protect Earth 

and the inner planets from marauding comets and asteroids.  

 

It was 25 years ago that we were able to witness the dramatic break up of 

the comet Shoemaker Levy in July 1992, followed by the pieces hurtling 

into Jupiterõs upper atmosphere leaving black marks which lasted for 

weeks.  

 

This was the first collision of two solar system bodies ever to be observed, 

and the effects of the comet impacts on Jupiter's atmosphere have been 

simply spectacular and beyond expectations. Comet Shoemaker-Levy 9 

consisted of at least 21 discernible fragments with diameters estimated at 

up to 2 kilometres. Had the comet struck the Earth, the resulting nuclear 

winter would probably have  wiped out the majority of life, including human 

beings.  

 

So the next time you look at Jupiter shining brightly, you might want to offer 

him a little thank you for protecting us from that particular disaster.

The Parish Council are aware of  a number of concerns raised by residents 

relating to dogs. There are three areas of complaint: 

Excessive Noise (Barking) 

Dog Fouling 

Unsupervised Wandering 

Excessive barking, often at night, is causing a disturbance and is affecting 

quality of life.  

Fouling of footpaths and public spaces is unpleasant, unsightly and a 

health hazard.  

Dogs wandering alone are a danger to traffic and potentially a risk to  

livestock. 

Dog owners are asked to consider these concerns and to take steps to  

prevent any of these behaviours by their animal(s) . Residents who feel they 

are affected by any of these issues are reminded that a polite request to 

the owner of the offending dog is usually effective but the following  

avenues can also be pursued if the situation persists. 

Excessive noise , Dog Fouling and Dogs Straying can be reported on line to 

Dorset Council, Environmental Health, Dog Warden Services by visiting 

the  Dorset Council Website and searching for Dog Warden Services. There 

is some very helpful and clear advice on this site.  

In the case of a dog worrying livestock the matter can be reported to Dorset
